Mayor Blechinger called meeting to order at 5:00 pm. 
Citizen Comments on agenda items 

Charlie Sewell commented on Agenda Item #5 Ordinance Revision-Accessory Structures and Use Provisions.  Mr. Sewell is in the process of replacing his storage building and he has three concerns:  1. Under Section 17.60.090 Accessory Use or Structures F 1. Exterior walls shall be finished with brick or stone or with materials and colors similar to that of the principle building, requiring the color to be compatible with the neighborhood.  Mr. Sewell’s concern is that he is having difficulty finding a paint color to match that of his house. 2.  Under the same section F 3.  Roofing materials and colors shall match that of the principal building.  Roof pitch shall be commensurate with the roof pitch of the principal building.  Mr. Sewell’s concern in the roof pitch, the slope and pitch of the building he is considering may be prohibited, and 3.  Under the same section F 4.  Building Height shall not exceed 12 feet.  Mr. Sewell is concerned that the building height may be an issue too.
Mayor Blechinger let Mr. Sewell know that as far as the paint color, as long as it is similar, that it does not have to be exact, but similar.  The Mayor let Mr. Sewell know that Jay Miller will discuss the remaining suggested revisions during his Agenda Item and that all suggestions and concerns will be taken into consideration when the revisions are done.

Jay Miller let Mr. Sewell know that he would consider revising section F 4.  Changing the Building Height from not to exceed 12 feet to not to exceed 15 feet.  Jay said that the main reason for doing revisions is to make sure metal buildings are not being used for storage.  Jay let Mr. Sewell know that he would further discuss when he presents the Agenda Item.
Driggers, Brenda and Joseph E. Sr. spoke regarding Agenda Item #6 De-annexation for Harmony Grove Church Road.  Mrs. Driggers said that they were told by the church, the realtor and the closing attorney that they would be in Barrow County.  Then after the closing she was notified by the mortgage company that the mortgage would increase due to paying City taxes.  Mrs. Driggers stated that they feel deceived.  Mrs. Driggers stated that her husband is on disability and they cannot afford to pay $400 in City taxes.  They request to be de-annexed out of the City.
Council Member Vogel stated that he finds it hard to believe that the closing attorney did not cover the taxes during closing and that she did know that they would have to pay City taxes.  Council Member Vogel stated that it was not the City that deceived her and her husband.  Council Member Vogel said that this is the third time this property has been up for annexation or de-annexation.  Council Member Vogel said that if the City allowed them to de-annex then the  properties on the other side of them would not be able to annex into the City. Council Member Vogel also stated that the City offered the Church reduced tap fees when the Church annexed in and said he would like to look at all the figures before a final decision is made.  Council Member Vogel stated that it is his responsibility to look out for the best interest of the City and its citizens.  
Mayor Blechinger let Mr. & Mrs. Driggers know that the City would find out exactly how much the City taxes would be, that $400 seems extremely high.  The Mayor thanked the Driggers for attending the meeting and expressing their concerns.
