Mayor Blechinger called meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 

Upon a motion of Peggy Langley, seconded by Jay Riemenschneider, the Council voted unanimously to adjourn into Executive Session.  The Council met in Executive Session with the City Administrator, City Attorney and the Director of Public Works.  The Council returned from Executive Session and the City Attorney reported that the City Council met for purposes of discussing personnel matters and that no votes were taken in Executive Session.  The original Affidavit and Resolution regarding the subject matter of the Executive Session are attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

The City Attorney reported that in Executive Session, the Director of Public Works tendered his written retirement from his position and his employment effective immediately.  A copy of the written retirement is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.  In view of the immediate retirement of the Director, the City Attorney recommended that the Mayor and Council amend the agenda to add and consider the following matters:

1. Action on the immediate retirement of the Director of Public Works;

2. Appointment of an Acting Director of Public Works; and

3. Consideration of the continuation of the Public Works Administrative Assistant position.
Upon a motion of Jay Riemenschneider, seconded by Bill Ackworth, the Council voted unanimously to amend the agenda to add those three items.

1. Retirement of Director of Public Works.  

The City Attorney recommended that the Mayor and Council affirmatively vote to accept the immediate retirement of the Director of Public Works.  Upon a motion of Peggy Langley, seconded by Jay Riemenschneider, the Council voted unanimously to accept David Hawthorne’s retirement from his employment and his services as Director of Public Works effective immediately.

2. Appointment of Acting Director of Public Works.

The City Attorney reported that the City Charter Section 3.15(g) authorizes the City Administrator to act as interim director pending the appointment of a person to fill the position.  Upon a motion of Bob Vogel, seconded by Peggy Langley, the Council voted unanimously to appoint City Administrator Ron Griffith as Acting Director of Public Works pursuant to City Charter Section 3.15(g).

3. Action on Public Works Administrative Assistant position.  

The City Attorney reported that in view of the vacancy in the Director’s position and the availability of the administrative personnel to assist the Acting Director, it was in order for the City Council to consider whether to continue the Public Works Administrative Assistant position.  Upon a motion of Bob Vogel, seconded by Peggy Langley, the Council voted unanimously to eliminate the Public Works Administrative Assistant job position effective immediately.
There being no further business, upon a motion of Peggy Langley, seconded by Rob Vogel, the council voted unanimously to adjourn the meeting.
