SUP20-001:Special Use Permit for Resurrected Classics, 1410 Sunbelt Way  

Jay Miller presented.  The following is a list of the Planning Commission’s Recommendations: 

SUP20-001
Applicant: Max McCroskey
Owner: Donald McCroskey
Address: 1410 Sunbelt Way
Tax Parcel: AU09 022
Proposed Development: Automotive Restoration Shop


Planning Commission Recommendations: Approval w/ conditions
1. Outdoor storage of automotive parts or tires shall be prohibited.

2. All repair activities shall take place indoors. No repairs may be conducted in the parking lot.  

3. Vehicles shall be parked in the area at the rear of the building and screened with a minimum 8 ft. privacy fence and gate. The fence shall be wooden or black vinyl coated fitted with screening slats, to provide an effective screen from view of Sunbelt Way. The opaque fence shall start at the second entrance of the property and extend approximately 200 ft. to the retaining wall in the rear yard of the building.

4. No more than 20 inoperable vehicles may be stored outdoors on site.  Inoperable vehicles shall be stored in the rear yard of the building.  Only operable vehicles may be stored in front of the building.
5. Dumpsters shall be screened by a 100% opaque brick or stacked stone wall with an opaque metal gate enclosure.

6. The property owner shall repaint or repair any graffiti or vandalism that occurs on the property within 72 hours. 

7. All site conditions and improvements shall be installed within 60 days of approval.

8. The Special Use Permit shall be valid for a two-year period from the date of approval.  Prior to the expiration date, application shall be made for renewal or the Permit shall expire, and the special use shall cease.

Mayor Blechinger asked for any public comments or discussion on agenda item #5 in favor of the adoption of the Application for Special Use Permit for Resurrected Classics at 1410 Sunbelt Way.        

Max McCroskey spoke in favor of the adoption of the Application for Special Use Permit for Resurrected Classics at 1410 Sunbelt Way with the Planning Commission’s Recommended Conditions except for #3.  Mr. McCroskey’s concern is that there will be some vehicles parked out front.  The Planning Commission’s Recommended Condition #3 States, “All vehicles shall be parked in the area at the rear of the building and screened with a minimum 8 ft. privacy fence and gate.  The fence shall be wooden or black vinyl coated fitted with screening slats, to provide an effective screen from view of Sunbelt Way.  The opaque fence shall start at the second entrance of the property and extend approximately 200ft. to the retaining wall in the rear yard of the building.”
Jay Miller assured Mr. McCroskey that the Planning Commission’s Recommended Condition #4 covers the concern he has with some vehicles parked out front.  The Planning Commission’s Recommended Condition #4 States, “No more than 20 inoperable vehicles may be stored outdoors on site.  Inoperable vehicles shall be stored in the rear yard of the building.  Only operable vehicles may be stored in front of the building.”
Mayor Blechinger asked for any public comments or discussion on agenda item #5 opposing the adoption of the Application for Special Use Permit for Resurrected Classics at 1410 Sunbelt Way.        

Council Member Langley expressed concerns about fluid, gas, oil, etc. leaking out of the vehicles with the water treatment plant going in.
Jay Miller assured Council Member Langley that measures are in place for them to properly dispose of any fluid, gas, oil, etc. based on state regulations and that regular inspections will be done.

Mayor Blechinger stated that Code Enforcement will also be monitoring and making sure that all fluids are confined.
Mayor Blechinger asked for a motion to approve the Special Use Permit for Resurrected Classics located at 1410 Sunbelt Way with the Planning Commission’s Recommended Conditions.
